incorrectly dates the publishers, Bobbsey Twins description woefully incomplete, Battleship Boys lists only a few of 
the titles in the series and does not mention the first publisher which was Altemus, Airship Boys Series fails to note all 
of the books and both of the publishers. These mistakes are just on the pages I glanced at for series books. I suspect the 
same errors of commision and omission exist for many other books. Get yourself Mattson's guide for series books and 
do your own research for anything else. This book does have a nice glossy cover. Totally form over substance.

Covering approximately 100 years of children's publishing, this volume is divided into two main sections: books listed 
by author and books listed by series. A bonus section on Play Books has been added which features books meant to be 
"played with", such as paint books, animation books, and pop-ups.
